and most famous native tree.
The kauri is related to the conifer
tree and only grows in the
subtropical northern part
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Through farmland and villages the
wild, untamed West Coast, to the
peaceful shelter of the kauri forests,
prepare to be awed by a journey of
dramatic contrasts.

Follow the road through the Kumara 9
Capital, and feel the sea spray on

your skin as you reach the ruggedly
beautiful West Coast beaches. Further
north, the ancient living forests wrap
their deep green embrace around you.
These mighty trees have supported
lives and livelihoods for centuries.
But despite their immense size and
strength, these giants are also fragile.
Humans have harvested their
precious timber and gum over the
centuries, and have now come to
protect these great guardians

of the forest.
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Yet still a few living links to our
ancient past stand - tall, strong and
proud - like the ships and masts
carved from their sturdy timber.
Ships that weathered wild storms,
and carried people safely to far off
places.
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Follow in the footsteps of the kauri
loggers and gumdiggers of days gone
by. But tread lightly on your journey,
for the time has now come for us

to play our part in protecting these
majestic icons.

Maungaturoto

Fancy yourself a modern day gumdigger?
This cute and quirky village has the first
of many great second hand stores along
this route, where you can stop and dig for
precious nuggets.
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Paparoa

Grand historic buildings like the former
National Bank hark back to the glory days
of this region. There are several good forest
walks in the area too.
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Pahi’s Giant Moreton Bay Fig Tree

If you thought the only giant trees here were
kauri, think again! This impressive Australian
fig tree reaches nearly 30m high, with a
canopy over 50m wide.

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Dargaville & Wairoa River Scenic
Lookout, Pou tu te Rangi

The town, country and harbour views from the
hilltop setting of the Dargaville Museum are
amazing and makes for the perfect picnic spot.

Baylys Beach

A short detour takes you to Baylys Beach on
the wild West Coast - NZ's longest driveable
beach, and a top spot for surfing, quad biking,
horse riding and fishing.

Omamari Beach

If you can resist the lure of the Kai Iwi Lakes,
a turn to the left on the same side-road will
lead you to stunning Omamari Beach.

Kai Iwi Lakes

Set back from the wild West Coast breakers
lies a hidden gem - sparkling freshwater
lakes fringed by pristine sandy beaches.

Kaihu Tavern
Wet your whistle while admiring this
beautiful historic kauri building.

Trounson Kauri Park

An easy 40 minute loop walk takes you under
the canopy of a thriving kauri stand, and
gives you a sense of what untouched kauri
forests were once like.

Guided Night Walk

Nighttime is when the kauri forests really
come alive. Experience the incredible sights
and sounds of the ancient forest and its
native wildlife residents.

Maunganui Bluff

For the more intrepid, a hike to Maunganui
Bluff will get you out in the elements, and

reward you with spectacular views up and
down the coast.

Waipoua Forest Scenic Lookout

For incredible views of the forest, turn
off just after you enter the Waipoua Kauri
Sanctuary and drive to the old forest fire
lookout.

Waipoua Forest Visitor Centre

Discover how Maori culture is intertwined
with the ancient forests at this lwi-run visitor
centre, which also offers the opportunity to
plant a young kauri tree.

Tane Mahuta & Kauri Walks

Marvel at the ancient God of the Forest - Tane
Mahuta, alive for over 2,000 years! Walk and
discover Te Matua Ngahere, Father of the
Forest and the Four Sisters, an unforgettable
giant kauri experience.

Footprints Waipoua

Take a spine-tingling tour of our ancient trees
by day, night or twilight, for a real sense of
the spiritual connection with our oldest living
treasures.

Hokianga Harbour

Sip a cool drink and quietly contemplate the

ever-changing vista, as you watch the sun go

down over the immense sand dunes from the

Plant

After centuries of human destruction, why not
leave your own legacy of regeneration? The
Oranga Whenua reforestation project lets you
plant a young kauri that your future generations
will be able to visit in years to come.

Dig
